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The Libyan tyrant, through his bloody massacres, and the Muslims
rulers, through their feebleness in supporting Libya, are partners in the
crime of military intervention by France, Britain and the US!

Overnight, on 19-20 March 2011, the Western states started air raids and launched
rockets from the sea upon some sites in Libya. These countries took advantage of the
feebleness of the Muslims’ rulers, particularly in the neighboring country, Egypt, in
supporting the Libyan people so as to save them from the massacres committed by
Gaddafi, his henchmen and his mercenaries...

O Muslims: The affliction of this Ummah is its rulers ... and then the Ummah’s silence
over the crimes of these oppressor rulers and their tyranny. The Ummah is afflicted by
the punishment that the rulers are afflicted by, not only in the Hereafter, but even in this
world, as she sees her enemy bombing her lands and roaming in the skies, violating her
sanctities.
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And fear the tumult which afflicts not only those of you who do wrong: and know that
Allah is strict in punishment.
