Hizb ut-Tahrir Bangladesh will continue its protest programmes
until its members and activists are released

Hizb ut-Tahrir Bangladesh organized a protest rally outside the national mosque today after Asr
prayers demanding the release of all 15 members and activists of the party arrested in Rajshahi and
Chittagong. The programme was chaired by Chief Coordinator and Official Spokesman of the party
Mohiuddin Ahmed. Deputy Spokesman Kazi Murshedul Haque and senior member Maulana Mamunur
Rashid also delivered speeches at the rally. The rally was held despite the police harassment and
their attempts to disrupt and prevent it.

Speakers at the rally said members of the party were unlawfully arrested in Rajshahi. They went there
to meet the press to counter the ongoing false propaganda against the party that started from the
beginning of Ramadhan. The speakers said false propaganda against the party by certain media
outlets especially the Daily Star-Prothom Alo gang is part of a malicious conspiracy against Hizb ut-
Tahrir. However this conspiracy to stop the movement for establishing the Khilafah will never
succeed.

The speakers said Hizb ut-Tahrir has always been at the forefront of organizing protest programmes
against the imperialists. In Bangladesh, Hizb ut-Tahrir is working seriously against US-UK-Indian
designs to subdue the people of the country. This is the reason the agents of the imperialists are
active to silence the Daw’ah of Hizb ut-Tahrir. Even today, after the arrests of four members in
Chittagong yesterday, another member was arrested there for distributing party leaflet. No amount of
zulm and torture can silence Hizb ut-Tahrir; rather the movement to re-establish Khilafah will be
strengthened by the party, InshaAllah.
